This article discusses approaches to impact assessment of microfinance
programmes through a survey of empirical literature and findings of an
impact study of Khula Enterprise Finance, a South African wholesale finance
institution that facilitates access to financial services by small, medium and
microenterprises. The article notes that impact assessment has now opened
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up to the needs of a mix of stakeholders and a wide range of purposes. There
has been a shift from a donor-driven approach to a practitioner-led approach
that emphasises learning and improving practice. Nevertheless, findings of an
impact study of Khula Enterprise Finance, a characteristically donor-driven
type of study, indicate a positive impact on the beneficiaries of microfinance,
especially women in rural areas where they are specifically targeted.
Furthermore, the impact study shows that lower-income communities in rural
areas have benefited less than their not-so-poor counterparts in the urban areas,
an observation that is consistent with findings in other studies. (Dev South

Micro-finance programmes are currently dominated by the ,.financial self-
sustainability paradigm® where women‘s participation in groups is promoted
as a key means of increasing financial sustainability while at the same time
assumed to automatically empower them. This article examines the experience
of seven micro-finance programmes in Cameroon. The evidence indicates

that micro-finance programmes which build social capital can indeed make a
significant contribution to women‘s empowerment. However, serious questions
need to be asked about what sorts of norms, networks and associations are

to be promoted, in whose interests, and how they can best contribute to
empowerment, particularly for the poorest women. Where the complexities

of power relations and inequality are ignored, reliance on social capital as a
mechanism for reducing programme costs may undermine programme aims not
only of empowerment but also of financial sustainability and poverty targeting.

Microinsurance in various forms has been available in East Africa for many
generations. More recently, new efforts and formal programmes have been
introduced to improve people‘s ability to manage their risks. Some hospitals
and clinics have developed prepayment schemes. Some non-governmental
organizations (NGOs) that work with low-income clients have developed risk
management products like emergency credit or microinsurance products. Even
some commercial insurance companies have begun to identify opportunities
in this market. The quality varies from programme to programme, but it is
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clear that people are identifying a need for risk mitigation and that many are
taking advantage of these newly created opportunities. This paper addresses the
supply side of microinsurance. The authors identified seven institutions in the
region as case studies to help understand supply side products and operations.
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Since risk and the inability to control it is a fundamental cause of
underdevelopment, insurance should be an important remedy. The microfinance
movement has been slow to move into insurance but is now beginning to
develop some useful prototypes especially in the health and life insurance area;
other much-needed forms of insurance such as theft and drought insurance
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well as capacity building. The targeted groups of clients are similar, i.e. the
disadvantaged, and mostly are women groups in urban or peri-urban areas
carrying out general petty trade activities. Like many apex institutions in
sub-Saharan Africa, both SELF and Dyna have stimulated demand for more
financial support to the poor and have shown potential to be transformed into
viable commercial MFIs. (...).

On the basis of the ideational institutionalism, the paper explains the popularity
of the microfinance programmes since the 1990s. The literature is divided
into two polarising camp: on one side is the Win-Win faction and on the other
is the capitalism critical faction. In contrast to these two strongly normative
positions, this article analyses the changing ideas and norms in development
policies and development finance. Relying on the theoretical insights of the
ideational institutionalism, this article demonstrates that the popularity of
the microfinance programmes can be explained as a convergence of three
ideational trends.
